babies. This includes pregnancies which are close together (e.g. less than two years).

The Australian Immunisation Handbook recommends vaccination of pregnant women early
in the third trimester (between 28 and 32 weeks), but it can be given any time during the last
three months of pregnancy.
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Free catch-up vaccines are provided only for young persons less than 20 years of age whose

families are currently receiving family assistance payments (Child Care Benefit, Child Care

Rebate and Family Tax Benefit Part A end of year supplement). This is a time limited program

Other important schedule information:

e Persons born during or since 1966 who have not already received 2 doses of a measles-
containing vaccine

e Low-birth weight preterm newborn infants (<2000g) and/or infants born at <32 weeks
gestation (irrespective of weight), it is recommended to receive a booster of a hepatitis
B-containing vaccine at 12 months of age

¢ Household or other close (household-like) contacts of persons with hepatitis B
e Sexual contacts of persons with hepatitis B

e Migrants (who have a medicare card) from hepatitis B endemic countries (if non-immune/not
previously vaccinated)

¢ Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people (if non-immune/not previously vaccinated)
¢ Persons with chronic liver disease and/or hepatitis C
e Persons who inject drugs

e Two doses of MMR containing vaccine are recommended for all children. The first dose
should be given at 12 months of age as MMR vaccine. The second dose should be given at
18 months of age as MMRYV vaccine. Do not give MMRYV vaccine as the first dose of MMR
containing vaccine in children less than four years of age

¢ You may receive different brands of the same vaccines to administer in the schedule

e “Catch-up” under the National Immunisation Program now refers to children under 10 years
of age
